· All first installments are due by 1/31/26. You may pay your taxes in full. I will accept postmarks.

· Please include your phone number on checks so that I may contact you if there are issues with the payment.

· After January 31, 2026, ALL payments must be made payable & sent to: Monroe County Treasurer

	Receipts for mailed payments
	If you mail your payment and want a receipt, you MUST include a self-addressed, business-size, stamped envelope with your payment. If paid by a lender or through escrow, mail me a self-addressed, business-size, stamped envelope and a note asking for a receipt.

	Due to the change in tax collection software, a printed tax roll/list is no longer available. A full copy will be linked on our website and printed to view at the town hall or you can view the information on Monroe County’s Land Information Office website under Online GIS & Property Information.

TAX OVERPAYMENTS:

The Town of La Grange board adopted an ordinance regarding the refund of certain overpayments to the town. This ordinance states that a nominal overpayment is an amount which does not exceed $10.00. 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Property Tax Payment Options

Credit Card or e-check Payments:

You can now pay your Monroe County property taxes with:
Visa, MasterCard, American Express, or Discover credit card.

There are fees for using this service:
o $1.50 for an e-check;
o $3.95 for debit card payment;
o 2.39% for credit card payment.

You will need the following information to make a payment:
1. The amount of the tax or fee payment.
2. Your credit card information.
3. Your parcel number(s)

The system will

1. Tell you the total of your payment, including the fee;
2. Obtain approval of the charge;

3. Provide you with a confirmation number (be sure to record this number).
